COMMITTEE PROPOSALS
Proposal 1:  Merge all documents back into the Constitution (Article VII )
After the loss of ballot access, it becomes less necessary to have the tiered set of rules and we propose to return to the pre-2017 era of rules, with only one document to reference. This will streamline operations and make our rules easier to read and maintain.  

This proposal is moved by the committee to specifically go into effect at the close of the convention, in order to prevent elimination of the Operating Rules (which currently govern the convention) until the close of the convention.

Proposal 2: Everything else
This is dependent on the passage of Proposal 1.  We have brought the “best” of the Operating Rules and Bylaws into the Constitution.  Protecting membership rights in the organization is always a focus.  Additionally, we propose to streamline operations by retaining the limits on certain aspects (to prevent corruption, etc) while freeing Executive Committees to operate with more flexibility.

These items are moved to take effect immediately, in order to permit the necessary related convention business to occur.
